His much-acclaimed work 'Gitanjali’,
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which was first published in 1910 and later
translated and published into English in
1912, won him the prestigious Nobel Prize
in Literature in 1913 for "his profoundly
sensitive, fresh and beautiful verse, by
which, with consummate skill, he has
made his poetic thought, expressed in his

own English words, a part of the literature
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of the West."

In East Bengal (now Bangladesh) Tagore
collected local legends and folklore and
wrote seven volumes of poetry between

1893 and 1900, including Sonar Tari (The
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Golden Boat), 1894 and Khanika, 1900.
This was highly productive period in

Tagore's life, and earned him the rather
misleading epitaph "The Bengali Shelley.".
